A FOCAL POINT FOR
THE WORLD

INTERNATIONAL acclaim and pledges of
commitment hailed the Grand Opening of
the Slavutych Laboratory of International
Research and Technology in a dedication
ceremony attended by Government officials
and VIPs from all over the world.

The Ceremony opened the doors officially
on 2.000 m2of fully equipped laboratories and
office space, made possible through the reno-
vation of a building donated by Chomobyl
NPP.

The impressive new premises have been
made possible through US$1 million funding
from the United States in support of nuclear
safety, improvements in Ukraine.

State-of-the-art  equipment, including
telecommunications and video conferencing
facilities have been installed in the Laboratory
to build effective links with international sci-
ence and research organisations not only in the
US, but all over the world.

The 25th February 1998 was an historic day
for the town of Slavutych, into which repre-
sentatives of more than 15 countries came to
put the new Laboratory firmly on the interna-
tional map. Among the 200 invited guests pre-
sent were diplomats, financiers, scientists and
businessmen - and many of the world’s press.
The VIP guests included Ambassadors to
Ukraine from the US, United Kingdom and
France, representatives from the Japanese and
Canadian embassies,  the European
Commission and the European Bank for
Reconstruction and Development.

Eight speakers from Ukraine and the US
took the podium in turn to express their vision
of the role the International Chomobyl Centre
can play in the future.

Dr Terry Lash, Director, Office of
International Nuclear Safety and Co-ordina-
tion, US Department of Energy, noted the
department's onging commitment to work
with the International Chomobyl Centre, of
which the Slavutych Laboratory is an impor-
tant element.

But the proceedings were tempered by a
warning from Roman Spheck, head of the
National Agency for Development and
Integration into Europe who underlined the
importance of international collaboration with
Ukraine, of which the Chomobyl Centre is a
champion. Although many international pro-
jects had been signed already - 48 from the US
alone - the funds so far collected were still far
from enough to solve the technical, social and
economic problems relating to Chomobyl.

After the event, prominent members of the
G7 countries, Russia, Belarus and Ukraine
joined together for the first Round Table
Discussion. The agenda identified the Centre’s
priorities in working towards the successful
resolution of Chomobyl-related problems.
