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The town of Slavutych is 50 kilometres
away from the Chornobyl NPP.
Population - 26,300, including 9,000 chil-
dren aged under 16.

Five months after the accident at
Chornobyl NPP. a decision was taken to build
the new town of Slavutych to house the plant
workers and their families. Hence its monoin-
dustrial profile. It was a dream town, a town
of the 21st century for those who came here -
the former inhabitants of Prypyat called it the
“town of hope”.

The main function of Slavutych has always
been and will continue to be solving prob-
lems associated with the Chornobyl NPP
region. It is Slavutych that will have to oper-
ate the Chornobyl plant jointly with its oper-
ators until final closure, while guaranteeing a
high safety level and the resolution of issues
pertaining to a phased transformation of the
Shelter into an ecologically safe facility.

The signing of the Memorandum on
Chornobyl closure by the year 2000 and the
presidential decree ordering shutdown of
Unit 1 posed a number of problems for the
people of Slavutych such as maintaining the
modem infrastructure of the town, retaining

highly qualified personnel of the plant and
efficiently applying their unique experience
of operating a nuclear facility under compli-
cated radiation conditions.

That's why all the programmes dealing
with the future of the plant and the 30 km
Zone also have to consider creating proper
working and living conditions for the special-
ists and their families.

One such step has been already taken. As
a result of medical data gathered following
the accident, and from work in high radiation
fields, a Rehabilitation Centre has been estab-
lished in the town. This centre will protect
the health of the Chornobyl power plant per-

sonnel, arrange treatment and track the
results. Individual programmes will be devel-
oped and implemented to improve the health
of the people and research will be carried out
into the factors influencing the physical,
mental and social health of people in the
Chornobyl area. The system in place will also
enable occupational health issues to be tack-
led.

Understanding and supporting these activi-
ties within the framework of international co-
operation is most important. The effective
operation of the Rehabilitation Centre in
Slavutych must be one of the key elements of
international support.
