The inaugural meeting of International
Chomobyl Centre's Council of Members took
place in parallel with the conference.

The specially enlarged meeting brought
together representatives from eight countries
to discuss future strategy for the Centre, and to
formally establish the legal status of the
Council as an advisory body. Three countries -
the United States, the United Kingdom and
Ukraine - signed a formal terms of reference
document providing guidance for the Council
of Members’ activities. The Council of mem-
bers is open for participation by other ICC
partner organisations. Its first activity will be to
work with ICC to prepare a strategic plan to

guide the development of the organisation

Watched by the Ukraine press, invited inter-
national scientific and public relations experts
gave their advice on how the Centre could
make the most of its opportunities as the cen-
tral international co-ordinator on Chomobyl-
related issues.
