AMBITIOUS plans for an international
children’s exchange project for Slavutych
are well underway, following a successful
pilot scheme with youngsters from Richland
in Washington DC.

The exchange started from small
beginnings - when children from the two
towns began corresponding over the Internet.
Before long, they were able to see each other
face to face and make firm friendships
thanks to new video conferencing facilities
installed at the Slavutych Laboratory. The
facilities also enabled a lively transatlantic
TV debate between studio audiences of
young journalists, students and teachers from
both countries.
<In early December 1997, two
schoolchildren Jesse Jensen, Erin Donahoe
and their teacher Maureen McQuerry from
Richland visited Slavutych, staying with
Ukrainian families, and attending an
ordinary Ukrainian school. Then Ukrainian
pupils Aleksey Ustyugov, Diana Sharshun

and their teacher Zhanna Sokolova travelled
back home with the American team to spend
an unforgettable Christmas with their hosts.

Now it is hoped that a long-term programme
of exchange visits can be estabhshed not just
with the United States, but for the benefit of
children from other countries as well.
